INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:

All Applicants hereby assume responsibility for, and agree to indemnify and hold the Seneca Nation Fall Festival Committee and their respective officers, directors, owners, employees and agents harmless from any liability or expense, including governmental charges or fines and attorney’s fees, in connection with any and all claims, demands and causes of action including but not limited to those for bodily injury, death or property damage, created by, arising out of, or resulting from; (i) Applicants installation, removal and maintenance of space and supplies; (ii) any goods, products, samples or souvenirs; (iii) Applicant activities at the Seneca Nation Fall Festival and occupancy or use of the facility or any part thereof. By executing the Application, the Applicant warrants that it has and shall maintain in full force and effect through the dates of the Seneca Nation Fall Festival comprehensive general liability insurance, with coverage including personal injury, broad form of property damage, contractual liability, operations hazard, and product liability, in limits of not less that $1,000,000.00, which insurance specifically covers all Applicants activities on or off site of the facility and related to the Seneca Nation Fall Festival.

Applicant must provide a Certificate of Insurance to the Seneca Nation Fall Festival as additionally insured prior to the event. The policy for such insurance shall be issued by an insurer acceptable to the Seneca Indian Fall Festival Committee.

A copy of your current event insurance binder must be submitted along with the application form and applicable fee, in order to secure a booth reservation.

ALLOCATION OF BOOTHS:

A completed application with full payment must be received by the designated deadline (Friday, August 20th,  2004). Please note that after a Food Vendor has been selected, a booth location will be allocated in the order we receive your completed application and full payment. When we receive a vendor’s complete package, they will be notified of their booth confirmation. Changes to the booth locations may be made at the sole discretion of the Seneca Indian Fall Festival Committee.

ASSIGNMENT AND USE BY OTHERS:

Applicant space is restricted to one applicant per space. The applicant my not assign their space or permit any other applicant, person, firm or organization to use any part of such space without the express written permission of the Seneca Indian Fall Festival Committee.

CANCELLATION/NO SHOW POLICY:

All cancellations must be received in writing. No refunds will be granted after Friday, August 20th , 2004.  A no-show on the day of the event will forfeit the entire application fee.

Vendors can begin setting up their booth by noon on Friday, September 10th, 2004 and Saturday, September 11th, 2004 from 8AM – 10 AM.
